CHURCH L IFE AND PRACT ICAL 
MINISTRY

One of the great features of your 
College experience is becoming par t of 
the l ife and family of Hil lsong Church. 
If you’re from outside Sydney you’ l l be 
making Hil lsong Church your church 
home during your training . If you already 
have a home church in Sydney we’d love 
you to remain actively involved there , 
although there wil l be some t imes 

throughout the College year when 
we’l l need you at Hil lsong Church for 
College related activ it ies . A key aspect 
of your training is your involvement in 
practical ministr y, where you get to put 
your training into practice , developing 
leadership experience, a track-record 
of fruit fulness and a legacy of changed 
l ives . You wil l be involved practically 
in var ious ministr y teams during the 
week and in at least two services on 

the weekend.

GRADUAT ION
Each year the College celebrates 
graduation at the Graduation Dinner 

and Ceremony.

COST OF L I V ING
We recommend you budget between 
A$250 – A$350 per week . This would 
include accommodation , electr icit y, 
food, local phone calls , some transpor t 
and some general l iv ing costs . 
Accommodation costs are dependent 
on current rental pr ices , availabil i t y and 

the number of people you l ive with .

The College can help you to f ind 
suitable accommodation . Before 
the star t of semester, you should 
contact the College’s Accommodation 
Administrator to discuss available 
accommodation options (a fee applies) .

PART-T IME EMPLOYMENT
I f you need to work whilst studying with 
us , you’ l l need to arrange your work 

hours around your College program. 
You wil l have one day of f dur ing the 
week , and one day on the weekend so 
that you can work . However, dur ing our 
three Conferences you won’ t be able 
to work , and wil l need to make special 
arrangements with your employer. 
Hil lsong Church and the College 
can direct you towards employment 
agencies and services , but are not able 
to help you f ind a job , or provide you 

with employment .

AT TENDANCE REQUIREMENTS
As leaders in training , students 
are expected to be dil igent in their 
at tendance at al l t imetabled classes , 
practical ministr y sessions and other 
College activ it ies . Allowances are 
made for exceptional circumstances 
including sickness , whereupon 80% 
minimum at tendance is required to meet 
the course requirements . At tendance 
at the Graduation Dinner, Graduation 
Ceremony and scheduled rehearsals is 
compulsory for al l students (whether 
graduating , leaving or continuing to 
study with us) . Students are also not to 
leave for holidays unti l af ter Graduation 

week has concluded.

STUDENT V ISA REQUIREMENTS
Students from overseas countr ies 
(excluding New Zealand) are 
required to obtain a student v isa . 
International students are required to 
have satisfactory at tendance and 
academic per formance as condit ions 

of their v isa . 

HEALTH COVER
All international students are required to 
obtain Overseas Student Health Cover 
(OSHC) as a par t of v isa preparation . 
On arr ival in Austral ia you wil l need 
to ver if y your membership with the 
Health Fund. You wil l then be issued 
with a card which can be collected at 

Enrolment and Orientation .

ENGL ISH L ANGUAGE 
REQUIREMENTS

College requires that al l students can 
speak and write English at a level 
that wil l enable them to satisfactor i ly 
complete the course . This is also a 
requirement of your student v isa .

WORK V ISAS
Once you have commenced your course 
of study in Austral ia , your student 
v isa al lows you to work 20 hours per 
week while your course is in session 
and unlimited hours during scheduled 
course breaks . If you have any questions 
with regards to your v isa , or if you have 
dif f icult y in f inding the information you 
need, please contact the Admissions

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Cer tif icate IV in Ministr y, Diploma of 
Ministr y, Advanced Diploma of Ministr y 
Students wanting to gain entr y to these 
courses need to meet the fol lowing 

requirements/

• A convict ion that there is a call of 
God upon their l ife

• A minimum entry age of 18

• A satisfactory pastoral reference

• An ongoing commitment to Christ 
and consistent involvement in a local 

church for longer than 12 months

• An assessment by the College that 
the applicant is l ikely to successfully 

complete the course

• Be proficient in spoken and writ ten 
English

Applicants for whom English is a 
second language wil l be required to 
demonstrate their English language 
skil ls by at taining a score of 5 .5 on the 
General IELT S test or an equivalent 
assessment such as a copy of English 
results from a secondary or English 
school . Contact your local Austral ian 

Embassy for fur ther information . 

You may enrol at one of two semester 
intakes/ January and July.

HILLS / C I T Y CAMPUS
Students have the option of selecting a 
preference for either campus . Campus 
allocations are subject to the number 
of places available at each campus . 
Students wil l be notif ied of their 
campus allocation upon Offer of Place 

in the course .
